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regular physical activity. Health and fitness practitioners need to be aware of the potential
obstacles they may face when working with older adults, and utilize the ever expanding
guidelines and growing body of research (Fern, 2009; USDHHS, 2008) highlighting successful

and appropriate approaches for facilitating regular exercise and physical activity.
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
